3. Provislon for Relief - Section 15 of the principal
Act (as substituted by section 2 of the hged Destitute and
Infirm Persons Relief Amandment Act 1980) is hereby amended by
omitting from subsection (5} {as amended by section 3 of the
Aged Destitute and Infirm Persons Amendment Act 1981) the
words "four dollars and flfty cents in any week™, and
supstituting the words "$10.25 every fourteen days".
