It is c l e a r  t o  me from t h e  Order made by His Honour t h e  Chief Jus t i ce  

on t h e  Twenty-eighthday of July,  1961, t h a t  he proposed t o  make a f i n a l  

s tay  of t h e  several  winding-up proceedings i f  t h e  Terms and Conditions which 

hc prescribed i n  t h e  Schedule t o  t h a t  Order were complied with. 

It i s  a l s o  c l e a r  from t h e  Order t o  Show Cause made by His Honour on 

the  Twelfth day of September, 1961, t h a t  he contemplated t h a t  a s t a y  might 

s t i l l  be granted notwithstanding a f a i l u r e  t o  comply with a l l  t h e  Terms 

and condi t ions  by t h e  t i ~ s  f ixed i n  such Order. 

There is evidence before me t o  the  e f f e c t  t h a t  the  Terms and Conditions 

imposed by His Honour have now been complied with and t h e r e  is nothing 

hefore rm t o  suggest t h a t  any in te res ted  person has  h e n  prejudiced by 

t h e  shor t  delay i n  complying with some of t h e  Terms and Conditions. 

The Of f i c i a l  Liquidators make no object ion t o  a f i n a l  s t a y  being 

granted. 

I n  these  circumstances I consider t h a t  cause has  been shown and 

t h a t  a s t a y  should be made.
