ORDER 2020

I, Hon. Manasseh Sogavare, Prime Minister, under regulation 13(1) of the
Emergency Powers (COVID-19) (No. 2) Regulations 2020 and section 36 of the
Interpretation and General Provisions Act (Cap. 84), make the following Order:

1 Citation 

This Order may be cited as the Emergency Powers (COVID-19) 
(Restriction of Movement of Cruise Ships and Yachts) (Amendment) Order 
2020.

2 Commencement

This Order commences on the date it the instrument is published in  the
Gazette.

3 Amendment to Emergency Powers (COVID-19) (Restriction of 
Movement of Cruise Ships and Yachts) Order 2020.

This Order amends the Emergency Powers (COVID-19) (Restriction of 
Movement of Cruise Ships and Yachts) Order 2020 (Legal Notice 32 of 
2020) (“Principal Order”).

4 Paragraph 3 amended

Paragraph 3 of the Principal Order is amended by deleting “1 July 2020”
and substituting “the day on which the Proclamation Declaring State of 
Public Emergency 2020 (Legal Notice 28 of 2020) expires”.
