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NEW HEBRIDES CONDOMINIUM:

JOINT REGULATION  No.30 of 1975

TO PROVIDE for the election of the members of
the Representative Assembly. . ' ;

MADE by the Resident Commissioners under the
provisions of Articles 2:2 and 7 of the
Anglo-French Protocol of 1914 and of the
Exchange of Notes between the Governments of
the United Kingdom and the French Republic
made at Paris the twenty-ninth day of Auvgust
1975 establishing the Representative Assembly
of the New Hebrides.

PART I - FBIECTION OF REPRESENTATIVES OF THE
- PEOPLE o
1 (1) The election of the representatives

of the people to the Representative Assembly

shall be by secret ballot based on electoral
rolls prepared in accordance with the Joint

‘Electoral Committees Regulation No. 8 of 1975

as amended (hereinafter referred to as "the |
Regulation').

(2) 1In this Regulation, unless the

context otherwvise requires -~

"constituency" means the electoral
area for the election of one or more
representatives of the people to the
Representative Assembly as defined in
accordance with Article 2 of and the
Schedule to the Exchange of Notes
between the Governments of the United
Kingdom and the French Republic made
at Paris the 29th day of August 1975
establishing the Representative

~ Assembly of the New Hebrides;
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"registration area” reans an area within a
constituency for the purpcses of the
registratica of electcrs under the‘provisions
of the Regulation and of voting in elections
for the Representative Assembly as defined in
maps approved by the Resident Comnissioners
deposited for public inspection at the
offices of the District Agents and such

other places as they may think fit.

2. (1) The following persons shall not

be entitled to vote -

(a) persons who have been sentenced by any
court in the New Hebrides to a term of
imprisonment, whether suspended or not,
of more than twelve months for any
offence and have not been granted a
total remission qﬁ-the sentence:

Provided that if at the date of
the closing of the electoral roll
three years or more have elepsed since
the end of the term of imprisonment or:
the end of the period of suspended
sentence, the verson concerned shall

not be so disquaiified;

(v) persons who are lawfully detained in
a mental hospital under the provisions
of the Joint Mental Hospital Regulation
No. 2 of 1965;

(c) persons who are undischarged bankrupts;

(d) persons who have at any time within
four ycars irmediately preceding the
election been convicted of an electoral

offence.

{2) TFor the purposes of paragraph (a)
of subsection (1), t7o or more terms of
imprisonment which wre reguired to be served
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consecutively shall be regarded as a single
term of imprisonment for the aggregate period

of those terms.

-3, (1) The elcctoral roll for each

registration area within every constituency
shall be closed on a date to be prescribed

. by the Resident Cormissioners by joint

decision, being a date not earlier than one
calendar month before the date fixed for

the commencement of polling.

(2) The electoral rolls shall be

- prepared by the appropriate Electoral

Committee established under the provisions

of section 1 of the Regulation showing the
names of all persons registered as qualified
to vote at the elecctions and shall be revised
before closurc in accordance with the

provisions of subscction (3).

(3) Copies of the electoral rolls
shall be made available for ingpection by trz
public at the District Agents' offices during
normal business hours for a period of one -
month prior to the date fixed in accordance
with subsection (1) for the closure of the
rolls. The District Agents may also make
such further arrangements as they may consider
necessary for the publication of the rolls
to intcrested persons. During such period
any person nay, after examining the rolls,
make representations regarding the inclusion
or onission of any nane. Such represent-
ations may be made to any District Agent,
who shall if necessery put them in writing
and forward then to the Co-Superintendents
of the Electoral Office established by the
Resident Commissioners at Vila or Santo,
or may be made in writing by'the rerson
naking the representations direct to the
said Co-Superintendents. The Co-Super-
intendents of the Electoral Office shall
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investigate every such representation and
their decision thereon respecting the
addition or removael of any name, which shall
be deternined not later than twenty-four
hours before the time fixed for the conmnence-
nent of polling, shall be final.

L.  The date of the elections shall be
fixed by the Resident Cormissioners by joint
decision, which shall be published not less
than two nonths before the polling is due to
cbmmence; The plaées'at which and the tine
during which polling shall take place shall
be prescribed by the two District Agents of
the relevant District. Nothing in this
section shall be construed so as to prevent
the appointment of different dates for the
voting in an election in different constit-

‘uencies and different registration areas
within the New Hebrides or the establishment

of nore than one polling station at the sane

place.

5. Every polling station shall be pres-
ided over by a person appointed as presiding

- officer jointly by the District Agents.

6. (1) The presiding officer of each
polling staticn shall ensure that voters
conduct thenselves in an orderly menner.

‘The voters.shall‘not concern themselves with

any matter other than the electoral proc-
edure and in particular shall not hold any
discussion or deliberations within fifty
netres in all directions of the polling

station.

(2) No person other than a candidate
shall within any polling station where voting
is in progress or on any public way within a
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“distance of'fifty metres of any such polling
7 station wear or display any card, symbol,

favour or other emblem indicating support
for a particular'candidate or political party.

7.  The District Agents'shall appoint two

‘persons to be-polling clerks for each polling

station in the constituency concerned. They
may also appoint alternate polling clerks.

In any circumstances, notwithstanding perilods
of absence of any one person appointed by the
District Agents'under section 5 or this
section, the polling station shall be manned
by two of the persons so appointed by the
District Agents during the whole of the
period of polling.

8. (1) Any candidate or political party
may nominate in writing to the District
Agents concerned, not less than seven clear
days before polling, a representative or
his alternate for each polling station who
may attend the electoral proceedings and

if necessary reguire any coﬁment, protest
or dispute concerning the proceedings to be
included in the report of the returning
officer under section 36.  The District
Agents shall issue to such representative

a form of receipt for the nomination:

Provided that any such representative
who must be an elector in that constituency

"may be so authorised for more than one

polling station.

(2) Every such representative
shall satisfy the presiding oIficer that
he is authorised as a represertative of a
candidate or political party ly producing
the receipt issued to him by the District

Asgents at the time of the polling.

e
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(3) " A 1ist ‘containing the names of
such representatives of the'candidates shall

be displayed 2t all polling stations in the
 relevant constituency.

9. The presiding officer shall resolve
any difficulties which may arise during
voting and shall give reasons for any

‘decisions which he - may make.

10. A written statement of all represent-
ations and objections and the decisions
thereon together with all relevant documents
initialled by the presiding officer and
polling clerks shall be included in the
report of the returning officer under section
36.

11, Throughou’ the period of voting a
copy of the definitive electoral roll shall .
‘remain on the #able at which the polling

clerks arc scated.

12. ‘No person shall be permitted to vote
unless his namec is on the roll of electors
and hie produccs to the presiding officer a
valid electoral card issued to him under the
provisions of section 8 of the Regulation.

13. (1) In the case of an urban con-

stituency comprising French, British and

New Hebridean representation, the nemes of
candidates shall be shown on three separate
ballot papers of different colours according
to such rerresentation, in such manner as
shall be prescribed Hy joint decision of

the Resident Commissioners:

‘Provided that, unless the context
otherwise requires, references in this
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Regulation to sets of three ballot papers
shall include references to sets of fewer
than three ballot papers in any case where
by reason of the application of subsection
(1) of section 16 a poll is taken in fewer

- than three clectoral categories.

7 (2) 1In the case of all rural con-
stituencies there shall be & separate ballot
paper for each candidatc bearing only the

hame, photograph and symbol of that candidate.

The voting vapers shall ve of a colour chosen
by the candidate or hig party in order of

- their declaration of candidature, subject

to the approval of the Resident Commissioners.
If no suitable colours remain to be chosen
the ballot papers shall be white.

14. (1) Every cardidate for election shall
declare himself or herself in writing in the
form prescribed in the Schedule not less than

“one month before the date fixed for the

elections. His or her cand’dature shall

“be endorsed by five persons registered as
~electors in tha' registration area who are

not related to him or her. "he form shall
be presented in turn to botn District Agents

- concerned, the second of whom shall issue a

receipt for the papers ond shall forward
them to the Electoral Office at Vila.

(2) The list of candidates shall be
published .at the District Agents' Offices
and (save in the case of first elections)
the Representative Assembly Office at least
two weeks before the dates fixed for

elections.

(3) - In any case where a candidature
sponsored'by a political party shall be
declared by the Resident Commissioners to
be invalid for reasons not involving fraud

or bad faith, or where a candidatec sponsored

by a political party-dics after the declar-
ation of his candidature and more than fourtcen
days before the datc fixed for elections,
another candidate sponsored by the same party
may declarc himself or herself in the pres-
cribed manner in replacement thereof within

L8 hours of such declaration of invalidity or
notification of such death, notwithstanding
that the periocd of limitation prescribed in

subsection (1) has expired.

(L) EBvery candidatc shall lodge with
the District fgents a deposit which shall be
rcpaid to him only in the event that he is
successful in his candidacy or obtains such
proportion or minimum number of the votes
validly cast in his constituency or electoral
category as shall be prescribed by the
Resident Commissioners by Jjoint decision.

A receipt shall be issued for the deposit.
The Resident Commigsioners shall prescribe
further details of the procedurc to be
adopted for the lodging and rcimbursoment
of the deposit as may be nccessary.

(5) Every candidate shall be required
to adopt, with the approval of the Resident
Commissioners, a simple, easily recognisable
electoral symbol which shall be printed next
to his or her name on the ballot paper for

identificaticn by voters:

Provided that in the case that any
political party shall sponsor more than one
candidate for election, such pclitical
party may obtain approval of a symbol which
nay be used with respect to each and every
candidate for election spcnsored by such
political party.
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(6) Every candidate for election
shall, if so regquired, supply a clearly
defined and recent photo of himself or
herself in full féce, or allow any person
nominated by the Resident Commissioners or
the District Agents, to take a suitable
photograph of him or her.

Ineligibility 15. The following persons, shall not be

of certain eligible as candidates while they exercise
persons their functions -

(a) the Resident Commissioners, the deputies
to the Resident Commissioners, the
District Agents and Assistant District

Agents;

(b) heads of departments of the Joint and
national Administrations and their
deputies;

(¢) Magistrates -and Judges;

(d) members of the Police Force;

(e) public accountiag -officers of the
Joint and national Administration;

(f) any person holding such other office
incompatible with membership of the

Assembly as may be prescribed by
Joint Reguwlation..--

Method of 16. (1) If at the close of the period

in which he or she is registered as an

elector:
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Provided that in any rural constituency
such elector may vote at any other polling
station in that rural constituency notwith-
standing that it is not in the same regis-

tration area.

Ad journment 21, (1) Vhere the electoral proceedings
of poll etec. " at any“polling station are interrupted or
‘ | obstructed by any disorder or other circum-
stances. which in the opinion of the presiding
officer .and at least one polling clerk makes
it temporarily impossible to continue the
taking of the poll, the presiding officer
| may suspend the proceedings until the re-
establishment of normal conditions. He shall
then re-open the preteedings until the tinme
of the closing of the poll. The reasons for
such suspension of the proceedings shall be

recorded in the.report of the returning

officer under section 36.

(2) . Where the electoral proceedings
in any registration area are interrupted or
obstructed by any circumstances beyond the
control of the presiding officer of the
nature of public disaster or emergency, which-
in his opinion make it impossible to hold the
taking of the poll, he may adjourn the
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Proceedings and inform the District Lgents
thereof. The District Agents shall report
such adjournment to the Resident Commissioners.

(3) Where the electoral proceedings
are adjourned under the prbviSions of sub-
section (2), the taking of the poll shall be
deemed to be annulled with rcspect to each
polling station ccncerned. New polling shall.
be held on a day and during the hours to be
fixed by joint decision of the Resident

Comissioners.

(L) If in the opinion of the presiding
officer and at least one polling clerk within
one hour before the time fixed for the closec
of polling, there are more electors waiting at
the polling station than can reasonably be
expected to be able to vote before the said
time, the presiding officer may in his
discretion and with the consent of the District
Lgents, if the same can be practicably obtainéd,
extend the polling period by a period not
exceeding onc hour. Any such extension of
the polling pcriod shall be recorded in the
report of the returning officer made under

section 36.

22. (1) Each presiding officer shall be
provided with an empty ballot box locked
with +two+ padlocks having dissimilar keys
for locking the 1lid of the box together

with such sufficient number of ballot papers
and envelopes as in the opinion of the
District fgents or their representatives may

be necessary.

Before issuing any ballot paper
or papers tc an intending voter, the pres-
iding officer shall draw the attention of
such voter to the notice referred to in
subsection (4) and shall -ensure that he or
she understands the same; 1if necessary or
if requested by the voter, the presiding
officer shall orally explain the contents
of the notice in clear, simple terms.

Each elector nust vote for at
least one candidate on each ballot paper.

(2) In the rural constituencies, each
elector may vote for one candidate only,
whatever the number of seats to be filled in

the constituency concerned.

26. (1) For the purpose of casting votes,
in the case of urban constituencies, each set
of three ballot papers, and in the case of
rural constituencies, one ballot paper, shall
be placed in an envelope.

29. (1) If at the time a person applies
for a ballot paper for thec purpose of voting,
or after he has applied for a ballot paper
for that purpose and before he has left the
polling station, a candidate, representative
of a candidate, or polling clerk declares

to the presiding officer that he has
reasonable cause to believe that that person
has cormitted an offence of personation and
undertakes to substantiate the charge in a
court of law, the presiding officer nay
order a police officer or constable to
arrest that person and the order of the
presiding officer shall be sufficient
auﬁhorify for the police officer or

constable so to do.

32, (1) The public shall be admitted to
the count of votes so long as the presiding
officer considers that their admission will

not hinder or obstruct the count.

(2) The District Agents, shall appoint
a suitably qualified person to be returning
officer at each polling station. A presiding
officer appointed under section 5 may be
appointed returning officer and every District
Agent and JAssistant District Agent shall be

ex officio a returning officer.

(3) Whether polling in the territory
takes place on the same day or on different
days the ballot papers at each polling

candldauos that the voter intended to choose.

(b) in the cace of rural constituencies,

(i) any ballot paper revealing the

name of the elector;

(ii) any ballot paper without an
envelope or in a non-official

envelope;

3l (1) -The number of candidates in

~each rural constituency, and the number of

candidates in each section of representation
in the urban constituencies, equal to the
number_of.candidafes required to be elected
in such constituency or electoral category,
who have obtained the-highest number of votes
shall be declared:to have been elected. If
two or more candidates obtain an equal

number of votes permitting them to be elected,
the older or oldest shall be declared elected.
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(2) When polling in the territory has

taken place on different days, the results

of the polling at each polling station shall
not be published at the close of counting.
The report of the refurning officer under
section 36, “together with the ballot papers,
envelopes and other documents required under
the provisions of this Part to be attached
thereto, shall be enclosed in a sealed
envelope or package and conveyed by safe
means by the returning officer to the Co-
Chairmen of the appropriate Electoral
Committee as soon as may be practicable.

(3) The Co-Chairmen shall, after the
date fixed by the Resident Commissioners
for the close of polling for the whole
territory determine the overall results of
polling for each constituency and notify
the same to the Resident Commissioners for

publication.
